Financial Import File Layout

Visual Solutions has worked with many financial accounting systems and software vendors to develop a financial import that is extremely flexible yet simple to setup and maintain. Field positions for the elements listed below are merely suggestions, and may be configured by the import mechanism to suit the layout of the file provider or creator. The only real requirements are the presence of the following data elements:

1. Cost Center Code

2. Revenue/Expenditure Designator

3. Function Code

4. Object Code (note, Function Code and Object Code may exist in the same position in some districts)

5. Amount (note, Amount should be monthly totals by cost center and object or function code)

6. Beginning Date of the month

7. Ending Date of the month

 As mentioned above, the positions of these data elements in the file are irrelevant.

Specifications:

· The import must be comma delimited

· Each record must be on a separate line

· Date formats must be one of the following formats

· mmddyyyy

· mm/dd/yyyy

· mm/dd/yy

· mm-dd-yy

· mm-dd-yyyy

· Month Name (full month name, no abbrev.)

· Month Number (e.g. 1=January)

· Accounting Period Number e.g. 1=July)
· The delimiters of the general ledger components must be one of the following:

· Dash (-) delimited

· Comma (,) delimited

· The Transaction Amount may be positive with no leading plus (+) sign, negative with leading minus (-) sign and no parenthesis, or zero (0). The Transaction Amount should not contain commas.

· Records in the file should only pertain to the child nutrition fund. (2110 in Mississippi, or 410 in Florida)

· There is no strict naming convention for the output file, though something meaningful is helpful for the end user. Also, there are no rules on the file extension.

Due to the practice of posting journal entries to previous periods, it is highly recommended to create the output file for the entire fiscal year. This insures that adjustments to previous periods in the accounting system are transferred to the FUNDamentals software, and that year to date reports between the two systems will remain accurate.

Example Text:

The samples below use a dash delimited general ledger string. As mentioned above, these components may also be comma delimited. For readability, the amounts have been edited. Not all fields represented in the samples are required.

Field definitions by position for this example:

1. Fund Number (not required)

2. Revenue or Expense Qualifier

3. Function Code

4. Program Code (not required)

5. Object Code

6. Cost Center Code

7. Amount

8. Beginning Date

9. Ending Date
